The forecast for the next five days in the Andaman and Nicobar Islands indicates
partly cloudy weather whereas in Nicobar Islands light rainfall is expected. The
maximum temperature is projected to range between 32.0 and 34.0 degrees
Celsius, while the minimum temperature is expected to be within the range of 24.0
to 26.0 degrees Celsius. Additionally, the forecast suggests that the maximum
relative humidity will fall between 70 % and 80 %, and the minimum relative
humidity will be in the range of 59 % to 70 % in the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands. Wind speeds are expected to range from 8.0 to 13.0 kmph, predominantly
from the North Westerly direction.

For South Andaman
( Blocks: Prothrapur, Little-Andaman and Ferrarqunj)

e Avoid over maturity of pulse crop and harvest green gram by weekly
picking.

e Apply bio-control agents, Trichoderma viridi or Pseudomonas fluorescence
@ 2.5 kg/ha to control bacterial wilt in solanaceous vegetables.

e Irrigate the chilli and cowpea during evening hours and do mulching to
conserve soil moisture as the weather is expected to be dry.

e Mulch the basins of arecanut and coconut with crop residue to conserve
moisture and reduce weed infestation.

e Deworm all the livestock and poultry to prevent from parasitic load.

e All types of domestic livestock and poultry should be supplemented with
mineral mixture along with Vitamin-C to control heat stress.

For North and Middle Andaman
( Blocks: Rangat, Mayabunder and Diglipur).

e Avoid over maturity of pulse crop and harvest green gram by weekly
picking.

e Apply bio-control agents, Trichoderma viridi or Pseudomonas fluorescence
@ 2.5 kg/ha to control bacterial wilt in solanaceous vegetables.

Irrigate the chilli and cowpea during evening hours and do mulching to
conserve soil moisture as the weather is expected to be dry.

Mulch the basins of arecanut and coconut with crop residue to conserve
moisture and reduce weed infestation.

Deworm all the livestock and poultry to prevent from parasitic load.

All types of domestic livestock and poultry should be supplemented with
mineral mixture along with Vitamin-C to control heat stress.
