Andaman and Nicobar Islands No: AB (E)/03/2024-25/20

Issued on: 05" March, 2024 Validity Period: 06" to 10" March, 2024

The forecast for the next five days in the Andaman indicates cloudy weather with
no anticipated rainfall whereas in Nicobar Islands light rainfall is expected. The
maximum temperature is projected to range between 29.0 and 32.0 degrees
Celsius, while the minimum temperature is expected to be within the range of 22.0
to 26.0 degrees Celsius. Additionally, the forecast suggests that the maximum
relative humidity will fall between 68 % and 78 %, and the minimum relative
humidity will be in the range of 64 % to 72 % in the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands. Wind speeds are expected to range from 11.0 to 22.0 kmph, predominantly
from the North Westerly direction.

For South Andaman
( Blocks: Prothrapur, Little-Andaman and Ferrarqunj)

Harvest all the mature pulses (green gram/Black gram) and dry under
sunlight as weather is likely to be dry.

Apply neemastra 20 ml/lit or neem oil 3 % to manage pest in vegetables.

To avoid the attack of borer pest in mango, spray neem oil @ 30 ml/lit
during initial stage of fruit maturation.

Do mulching in arecanut with crop residue to conserve the soil moisture.

In case of water depletion in pond (fresh water) harvest table purpose fish
and market the same to fetch good price.

Beating the water body to create artificial aeration in fish pond.

Feed supplement with probiotic/butter milk in the early morning for poultry
to alleviate heat stress.

For North and Middle Andaman
( Blocks: Rangat, Mayabunder and Diglipur).

Harvest all the mature pulses (green gram/Black gram) and dry under
sunlight as weather is likely to be dry.

Apply neemastra 20 ml/lit or neem oil 3 % to manage pest in vegetables.

To avoid the attack of borer pest in mango, spray neem oil @ 30 ml/lit
during initial stage of fruit maturation.




Do mulching in arecanut with crop residue to conserve the soil moisture.

For Nicobar

(Blocks: Nan-Cowrie, Car-Nicobar and Campbell-Bay)

sunlight as weather is likely to be dry.

Apply neemastra 20 ml/lit or neem oil 3 % to manage pest in vegetables.

To avoid the attack of borer pest in mango, spray neem oil @ 30 ml/lit
during initial stage of fruit maturation.

Do mulching in arecanut with crop residue to conserve the soil moisture.

In case of water depletion in pond (fresh water) harvest table purpose fish
and market the same to fetch good price.

Beating the water body to create artificial aeration in fish pond.

Feed supplement with probiotic/butter milk in the early morning for poultry
to alleviate heat stress.
